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The Warnervale Town Centre (WTC) is 
bounded by Hakone Road to the North, 
Hiawatha Road to the east, Sparks Road to 
the south and extends west of the Great 
Northern Railway Line. Figure 1 (attached) 
provides a larger map of the area.  
 

The site consists of approximately 119 ha, of 
which 79 ha are proposed for development 
with the remainder to be utilised for public 
recreation, environmental management and 
conservation.

Planning for the WTC has been ongoing 
since the late 1970’s. 

On 26 June 2006, the Minister for Planning 
agreed to consider the WTC as a State 
Significant Site under the provisions of State 
Environmental Planning Policy (Major 
Projects) 2005.  

On 7 November 2008, the Minister gazetted 
the inclusion of the WTC under Schedule 3 
(State Significant Sites) of State 
Environmental Planning Policy (Major 
Projects) 2005, which included the 
incorporation of new zones and maximum 
building heights across the site.  
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The State government predicts that an 
additional 100,000 people will move to the 
Central Coast by 2031, an increase that will 
require employment capacity targets of 
45,000 jobs as identified within the Central 
Coast Regional Strategy. 

Within this strategy, the WTC has been 
identified as a future Centre within Wyong 
Shire to cater for a share of this growth in 
population and retail demand.  

It is proposed that the WTC will consist of: 

�  A new major railway station  and 
transport interchange ; 

�  Employment  opportunities for 
approximately 1200 people, including: 

� 25000m 2 of retail space; 
� 8000m 2 of commercial space; and 
� 8000m 2 of bulky goods space. 

�  Open space  and conservation  areas; 

�  A variety of housing  styles to house 
between 4,000 and 5,000 residents in up 
to 2,200 dwellings, comprising an 
assortment of dwelling types, including: 

� 525 Single dwellings; 
� 220 Town houses; and 
� 1,455 Apartments. 

�  Community  and entertainment facilities, 
including: 
� Indoor recreation and aquatic centre; 
� Knowledge Centre incorporating a 

library; 
� Art and Cultural Centre; 
� Integrated child and family centre; 
� Home and Community Care Facility; 
� Youth Space; and 
� Cinemas. 

The timing of these facilities is dependent on 
development of the area and, in some cases, 
the availability of funding (Section 94 funds) 
to assist in paying for construction. 
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The new zones applied to the WTC site are 
consistent with the NSW Government 
Standard Instrument zones. Wyong Council is 
required to adopt this format for its principal 
Local Environmental Plan by 2011. 

The zones adopted for the WTC are: 

B2 –  Local Centres; 
E2 –  Environmental Conservation; 
E3 –  Environmental Management; 
R1 –  General Residential; 
RE1 –  Public Recreation; 
SP1 –  Special Activities (School); and 
SP2 –  Infrastructure (Railway). 

Please see the attached Land Zoning Map at 
Figure 2 for more information.  
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The maximum height for the town centre is a 
maximum of 21m.  Figure 3 (attached) shows 
the maximum permissible heights for various 
locations in the WTC. 
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A State Development Control Plan (DCP) has 
also been created to guide development 
within the area to ensure orderly development 
of the site. 

The DCP provides for additional controls 
including town centre character precincts 
across the site; residential density; built form; 
street hierarchy and layout as well as bus, 
cycle and pedestrian routes. 
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Warnervale Town Centre –  A number of 
proposals have already been identified for 
development within the new town centre. It is 
anticipated that development of specific areas 
of the centre will commence in early-mid 
2010 subject to the timing of developers.  

Trunk water and sewer infrastructure is 
expected to be provided to the southern side 
of the site by late 2010. 

No decision has yet been made by the State 
Government on when the new Warnervale 
Railway Station will be constructed.  

Surrounding Area –  Council’s Residential 
Development Strategy (RDS) identifies 
certain land in the vicinity of the WTC as 

long-term employment and residential land. 
Please see the Residential Strategy for more 
details.  

In addition, the Department of Planning is 
currently preparing the North Wyong Shire 
Structure Plan, which is expected to be 
finalised by late 2009. It is anticipated that 
this plan will provide more direction as to 
future land uses within this area.  

Section 94 Contributions Plan –  Council 
staff are currently reviewing the draft Section 
94 contributions plan following directions from 
the Department of Planning. It is anticipated 
that this draft Section 94 contributions plan 
will be reported to Council and re-exhibited by 
late 2009.  

State Infrastructure Contribution (SIC) –  A 
SIC charge will be levied on residential 
properties within the WTC. The Gosford office 
of the Department of Planning can be 
contacted for more information regarding the 
SIC (see below for details).
